In Matthew 5:44, Jesus tells us to pray for our enemies.  You mean we 
are supposed to pray for people who don’t even like us?!  Yup, that’s what 
it means!!  You mean I have to pray for the kid who calls me names?  YUP!  
You mean I have to pray for the kid who throws spit balls at me on the 
bus?  YUP!  You mean I have to pray for the kid who always tries to get 
ME in trouble?  YUP!  That’s what it means.  A lot of times people who 
are mean to us and don’t like us feel the same way about Jesus…they are 
mean to Him and don’t like Him, either.  When people don’t love God, they 
act in hurtful ways.

Day 3 
This week’s theme: 
 Prayer! 
This week’s power verse: 

“Call on me, and I will answer you…”  Jeremiah 33:3 
 
I was in the store the other day and all of a sudden I heard a 
duck!  After a few more minutes, I heard a turkey!  I thought I 
had accidentally gone into the pet store or the zoo!  Then a little 
while later, I heard a deer!  What was going on??!!  Turns out the 
sounds were coming from the hunting supplies section of the 
store.  There was a whole row of different “calls” – a small object 
that when you blow in it, makes the sound of a certain animal, like 
a duck, or a turkey or a deer!  If the hunter goes where the 
animal lives, the animal will think it is a real turkey calling and will 
go investigate.  The hunter can then catch the animal.  Well, 
people have “calls” too!  We can call on God when we need help, 
when we have something great to tell him, when we are lonely, or 
when things are just fine.  And we are not trying to trick God like 
the hunter is trying to trick the animal.  We are made in the image 
of God, and when our Creator hears our call, He comes to us!  
Being aliens in this world has lots of benefits – the best one is 
that our God is always listening for our call and ready to answer!
